NWSEO Convention 

 

The newest member of the House Science Committee, Representative Conor Lamb (D-PA) 
has accepted our invitation to be the keynote at the 2018 NWSEO National Convention in 
Pittsburgh on Sunday, September 30.  Rep. Lamb was recently elected to Congress in a 
special election on March 13 in the 18th Congressional District of Pennsylvania because of 
the strong assistance of organized labor.  He is one of the four Democrats serving on the 
Science Committee’s Subcommittee on the Environment, which has jurisdiction over the 
NWS, NESDIS and other “dry” NOAA agencies. Prior to Congress, Conor Lamb served as a 
Marine Corps JAG Officer and was a Federal prosecutor in Pittsburgh.
